1.  Approval of Agenda – Ms. Walz requested a motion be made to approve the agenda. Ms. Friday 
made a motion to approve the Agenda as submitted, seconded by Ms. Juarez, the motion carried.  
2.  Approval of Minutes – Ms. Walz requested a motion be made to approve the minutes of May 
16th, 2006, so moved by Ms. Friday and seconded by Ms. Juarez. The motion carried, with Ms. Jones 
abstaining.

Mr. Marshall went through the financial report line items for May and June.  Ms. Friday had a 
question regarding the payroll taxes listed.  Mr. Marshall explained that it included all the Federal 
income taxes and the employees’ share of FICA and Medicare and also, the requirement that we 
withhold taxes from the retirement fund, this was retroactive back to January.  Mr. Marshall asked if 
there were any more questions regarding the financial reports.  There being no further questions Ms. 
Walz requested a motion to approve the financial reports for May and June as submitted, so moved 
by Ms. Juarez, seconded by Ms. Jones, the motion carried. 
Scholarship Request –There were no scholarship requests.  
Ms. McCaffery provided the names for the three (3) Annual Corrine Leach Awards; Jose Payne for 
Academic Excellence in an Undergraduate Program, Dana Arviso for Academic Excellence in a 
Graduate program, Michael Douglas for Academic Excellence in a Professional Program each 
recipient received $250. 
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Funding Requests –The Seattle Indian Center submitted another request to have their outstanding 
interest and late fees waived through September of this year. Ms. Walz requested a motion to 
approve the request, so moved by Ms. Abada, seconded by Ms. Friday, the motion carried. 
Community Space – Mr. Marshall informed the Board that a certificate of use for the Community 
Space had been developed for tracking & an accountability method. Mr. Marshall explained the use 
of the Community space to the new members present.  Groups using the free space would have to be 
tax exempt.  Mr. Marshall asked if there were any objections to the use of the form.  Ms. Jones asked 
that it was clear on what would happen if the space had not been taken care of properly.   Mr. 
Marshall informed her that it was included in the form.  
Draft Annual Budget – Mr. Marshall explained the difference in this years’ Annual Budget and that it 
was more in line with the QuickBooks financial report they have been receiving monthly.   Mr. 
Marshall went through the Budget and explained various items, the cost of living increase; the 
Maintenance Salary had appeared to double as we are proposing an inside and outside maintenance 
staff.  The outside staff person had previously been reported under contract maintenance.  The 
repairs and maintenance needed for both buildings have required two staff.  Expenses that have been 
big-ticketed items have been the roof and the windows.  The windows expect to be finished within 
two months.  Mr. Marshall explained the bond expenses and rent charged for both buildings.  Mr. 
Marshall went over Traditions & Beyond.  Mr. Marshall after going over line items asked for 
questions.  There being no further questions Ms. Walz requested a motion to approve the 2007 
Budget as submitted.  Ms. Jones made a motion to approve the 2007 Budget as submitted seconded by 
Ms. Abada, the motion carried.  
Repairs – Ms. Peloza went over the status of the repairs to the buildings.  She informed the Board 
that the Leschi repairs made by Advance Construction had not been paid for.  Advance construction 
needed to do some touch up work before he could be paid, tape removed from windows, and lawn 
repairs from damage by storing lift, etc.   
The thermal window failure is taking longer than expected.  The damage as the building is settling is 
increasing.   Bids by the September meeting are expected.  The southern exposures are where all the 
damage is showing up. 
Mr. Marshall informed the Board that he would like to commend Ms. Peloza’s work on the Budget 
and the efforts with QuickBooks and the Audit, which you had just signed off on, and also the job 
that had been done on the grounds outside.
